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Rider Education February 2008 
 

The Michigan Rider Education Program is in 
need of funding so that they can continue 
supplying our members with the high quality 
training weôve come to expect. Donations assist 
in defraying expenses sustained by the program 
and help keep the cost down for those members 
who wish to take a Rider Ed Course.  The 
District Staff has decided to have a Dutch 
auction at Wingless Weekend this year and is 
asking for our help. If you have any handmade 
items that you would like to donate to the Rider 
Education Program to help us raise some 
money, please get them to Jim or myself, prior to 
Wingless Weekend 
 
Itôs only going to be a couple of months, possibly 
less, before weôll be riding Michiganôs highways 
and byways again. Taking a Rider Course helps 
remind us of the processes and procedures that 
we can use to improve our safety and enjoyment 
on the open road. Rider Ed Courses help you 
learn proper techniques for controlling your bike, 
both on the highways and in the slow speed 
maneuvers such as you need to use in parking 
lots. After all, thereôs really not too much 
difference if youôre in the hospital because you 
had a mishap with a cell phone toting driver or if 
you fell and injured yourself trying to turn around 
in a parking lot. In either case itôs going to be a 
long miserable time before youôre back doing 
what you want to do and itôs going to be 
expensive, both in lost time and frayed senses. 
 
Little things are important. Remember to pay 
attention to your surroundings, especially if 

youôve ridden down the same road for fifteen 
years and never had a problem. It seems to be 
human nature to think in the back of your head, 
ñweôre almost home, now I can relax because 
nothing bad has ever happened hereò. That 
possible break in concentration could cause you 
to end up in a hospital bed while you wait for 
your leg or arm to heal because something or 
someone ñcame out of nowhereò.  
 
Conversely, in new surroundings or in heavy 
traffic it can be difficult to be as actively aware of 
the surrounding traffic/street-scape as you 
should be, especially if youôre looking for an 
unfamiliar destination or address.  If you follow 
one of the suggestions from our Rider Courses, 
your co-rider will be taking an active part in the 
ride by doing the searching while you 
concentrate on the road and surrounding traffic 
hazards. You will both end up having a more 

enjoyable, safer ride. 
 

Prior to going to Wingless Weekend we would 
like to have the names and information for all of 
our Chapter Members who would like to take a 
Rider Education type course this spring. So, if 
you happen to miss our Gathering this month, 
give me a holler and Iôll help you write up the 
application so that all of our Chapter G Members 
can get ready for the upcoming season. 
Remember its Friends for Fun, Safety and 
Knowledge.
