MOTORCYCLE INSURANCE

Certainly not the most entertaining subject in the world, especially for those outside the industry. But, should you have a loss,
its important to understand some terms that may be tossed around by a company employee, your agent, adjuster (yours or
the other guys

Definitions within an insurance policy may vary depending on your company. Not all policies are created equal. You will find a
section within your policy, which provides similar information. Some of the basics which appear in many motorcycle policies
follow:

Named Insured: The person named on the policy and the spouse if a resident of the same household.

Owned motorcycle: The named insured has the title to the vehicle or, it may be deemed to be owned by a person if it's leased
under a written agreement to that person for a continuous period of at least six months. This is just like leasing a car long
term.

Bodily Injury: Means bodily harm, sickness or disease including death that results.

Business: Includes trade, profession or occupation. Why would this be there you may ask? Many policies exclude coverage if
your personal vehicle is used for business purposes.

Family Member: Means a person related to you by blood, marriage or adoption who is a resident of your household. This
includes a ward or foster child.

Helmets and safety apparel: Means helmets and other apparel specifically designed and produced to minimize injury resulting
from "motorcycle" accidents. Some policies include coverage, for these items if they are damaged in the course of an
accident.

Newly acquired motorcycle: means any motorcycle you become the owner of during the policy period. Coverage for a newly
acquired motorcycle is provided as described in your policy. Our policy states that if we ask the company to insure a "newly
acquired motorcycle" after a specified time period (in our case 14 days) any coverage provided for a "newly acquired
motorcycle" will begin at the time we request the coverage. In other words, if we purchase a nhew motorcycle on Jan-1-2010,
we have 14 days in which to notify our company of the new purchase. Should something happen to the bike on Jan-10-2010
the bike would have the broadest coverage we now have for any vehicle shown on our policy. So, basically if we have a
collision, as long as we have collision coverage on our current policy we would have coverage on the new bike. However, if
we have only the state required coverage and do not have collision coverage on our current bike, the new bike would have no
collision coverage. If we have failed to notify the company of the new bike and have an accident on Jan-20-2010, the bike
would be considered uninsured.

Occupying: Means In; Upon; or Getting in, on, out or off. Once again, you may be asking “so what"? If your policy provides
medical payments for you and you are injured getting on or off the bike, you may have some coverage under your policy. This
also may apply to a passenger.

Optional equipment: means any 'trailer' or any parts, decorations, custom painting, chroming, sidecar or other item on your
motorcycle that was not originally provided by the manufacturer as standard equipment. Take inventory and make sure you
have adequate coverage for all that safety chrome.

Trailer: a vehicle designed to be pulled by a motorcycle. Trailer: does not include a transport trailer."Your covered motorcycle":
This means any bike named on the policy, any newly acquired motorcycle as outlined above and any motorcycle you do not
own while used as a temporary substitute for another vehicle de-scribed because your bike is out of use because of
breakdown, repair, service etc. This does not include your friend's bike that you may 'test drive'. Your friend needs to secure
his own coverage.As always, read your policy or check with your agent if you have questions about the coverage on the policy
you purchased.
